Guided by the nationally recognised Voice 21 framework, we develop students’ communication skills across four strands: Physical, Linguistic, Cognitive, and Social & Emotional. From Year 3 to Post-16, students engage in structured speaking and listening activities, assemblies, student-led presentations, and debates that build confidence and clarity in communication.
We recognise the diverse needs of our learners, including those with selective mutism, and ensure that every student and staff member finds meaningful ways to communicate—whether through speech, visuals, AAC devices, or peer interaction. Oracy is supported through small class sizes, visual timetables, student councils, ambassador roles, and work experience opportunities. Our open-door leadership policy fosters a culture of dialogue, and student voice is central to our ethos—shaping curriculum, values, and school decisions through regular feedback and participation.
Oracy at Sketchley School is not a standalone subject—it is a vital, inclusive practice that empowers all learners to express themselves confidently, respectfully, and authentically.
